Installing Autoslew for ASA Mounts

Ini-Files:
personal settings are saved in the following ini files:
El-Servos.ini
Motor-parameter for mounts delivered < Mai 2010

Cl-Servos.ini
Motor-parameter for mounts delivered > Mai 2010

Autoslew.ini
settings like mount location and all stuff that is not touching pure motor parameters

Endpar.in
The last mount position when shutting Autoslew off and also the relative Position of the homefind reference marks
Configurations
These are all files with the extension *.CFG. This files contain your pointing-configurations which you have created. 
Nstep.ini
all settings for the OK3
Remarks

There are 2 installers. One Full-Installer, that installs Autoslew WITH all the ini files and one Autoslew Update that will only install the exe and dll’s and leave all ini files untouched.

The Full installer should be considered of course from users that have never installed Autoslew before but also from customers who have a malfunctioning Autoslew and want to start from scratch. Indeed we find quite frequently that customers have changed some ini file settings so the software may not run properly any more on their mount.  In this case, uninstalling Autoslew, deleting the content of the Autoslew folder and installing the Full installer again may be the best.

Furthermore an Autoslew Update is available, which only installs  DLL and EXE files and do not touch your existing INI files. 

Here is the proper way depending on the already installed versions:
A) Never installed Autoslew before:
1. Install the FTDI USB Driver that is needed to connect the mount:

2. Install Ascom 5b

3. Install Ascom Update

If your PC does not have Microsoft Framework 3.5 installed you will be prompted to install it. Please do so, since you also need it for Autoslew

4.    Now install the Autoslew Full -Installer. Be care to select the appropriate link of the mount
B) Installed Autoslew Version is < 5.0.1.9

1. Save all ini files (see list on first page) that you find in c:\Programme\Autoslew
2. Uninstall Autoslew with Windows - Control Panel – Add / Remove Programs see:
http://support.microsoft.com/kb/305548/
3. Delete all remaining files in the Autoslew Folder
4. Install Ascom 5b

5. Install Ascom Update
http://download.ascom-standards.org/ASCOMPlatform5.5.1Update.exeI

6. If your PC does not have Microsoft Framework 3.5 installed you will be prompted to install it. Please do so, since you also need it for Autoslew
7. Now install the Autoslew Full Installer. Select the right mount.

8. If you want to use your old ini files that you saved in (1.), you can now copy them back in the Autoslew folder. In case you have problems with your old ini files (Autoslew not running like it should) then use the ini files that came with the Full Installer version. 

C) Installed Autoslew Version is 5.0.1.9 or higher
1. Uninstall Autoslew trough Windows Control Panel – Add Remove Programs. Your installed ini files will NOT be removed in this case because the installer  version  5.0.1.9  or higher have marked these files as permanent so the Windows Remove Software will NOT remove these ini files.
2. Install Autoslew Update with the latest Version number.

This is identical for all ASA mounts.  Your existing ini-files are not touched in any way, the files have not be saved or copied any more. 
Trouble Shooting
When Autoslew can’t start and you get an error message “ActiveX Component can’t create object” you have either not Ascom 5.5 installed or you forgot to UNINSTALL Autoslew before installing the new version or upgrading. Please uninstall Autoslew again and install it once more.
